inEcoSA studies the film and
Ctelevision industries of En-

glish-speaking countries from
an economic perspective. During its
next two-year cycle, it will focus its
research more specifically on film
policies in the English-speaking
world.
Governments started to introduce
policies regulating film industries
from the very beginnings of cinema.
They were motivated by a variety of
reasons, whether cultural (to pro-
tect national cinema) or economic (to
attract foreign investments, for ex-
ample). The most commonly known
form of public intervention is that
aiming to control the circulation of
specificimages or, on the contrary, to
promote others. Governments inter-
vene in different stages of a film'’s life,
from production to distribution to ex-
hibition. Depending on the period and
on the country, State intervention is
more or less significant and more or
less conspicuous. The arrival of new
forms of distribution, like broadcast-
ing on television, has systematically
led to the introduction of new regu-
lations.

This first study day will focus specif-
ically on the evolutions of film and
television policies in English-speak-
ing countries since the 1980s, when
several new distribution windows
started to develop: video, cable,
fee-paying TV channels, DVD and,
currently, VoD (catch-up TV, Internet
streaming and downloading].
